Get set for inspirational sights and cultural delights as Black Watch takes in 
the highlights of Morocco, Spain and Portugal. Countless landmarks await in 
Casablanca, then in Cádiz, you’ll find traditional tapas bars and ancient 
monuments galore. Lisbon and Oporto boast attractions aplenty too – 
museums, architectural wonders, tipples and treats.

After time to enjoy the comfort of your ship, five highlight-filled days begin 
in Gibraltar. You could join a panoramic tour of this unmistakably British 
territory – look out for fish and chip shops, familiar stores and red-pillar 
boxes – or indulge in afternoon tea at the iconic Rock Hotel. A morning 
arrival into Morocco’s cultural heart, Casablanca, allows time to uncover the 
city’s iconic sights, or perhaps tour to the imperial city of Rabat. If you 
choose to stay put, be sure to savour the dramatic Hassan II Mosque.

Cádiz is a typically Andalusian city considered to be Europe’s oldest 
continuously inhabited settlement. The streets, alleys and squares are 
perfect for exploration on foot. Be sure to sample traditional tapas here too. 
Nearby Jerez, ‘sherry capital of the world’, is well worth visiting on a tour.

Lisbon offers plenty of historic maritime monuments to uncover, and delightful 
egg custard tarts to savour. To make the most of the region, you can visit the 
pretty towns of Óbidos or Sintra. Leixões is your gateway to Oporto, a city 
renowned for its UNESCO-listed historic centre. Opt for a cruise tour on the 
Douro River, perhaps, before stopping to savour locally-produced Port wine.
